COMPUTER ACTIVITY (DEXTER)—How to set up your account.
1.  You must get your BC computer account set up.  This is supposed to happen when you register.  If there is any problem logging into the computer in F-136, go to IT and get your account going again.

2.  Log into the computer in F-136. There is a Set Up icon.  Double click on it.  This puts the file structure for the records onto your personal drive.  This should be done ONLY THIS ONE TIME.    To get your account set up on Dexter, start by clicking on the Dexter icon on any computer in F-136.  You should log into the Administrator account in Dexter.  You do this by using ATR (enter) for the User Name and ATR (enter) for the Password.  Now, type “d” or click on the Done button.  “OK” that it has been over 2 weeks since Dexter has been backed up and then select the Utilities option, the Register option and the Add user option.  You get this screen.
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Press here to add a user to the database.




Put your name in.  The logon name is what you will type to get in each time so make it easy (Dexter is case sensitive).  There appear to be length restrictions on both the password and login name.    If you limit the logon name and password to 4  letters, it seems to work every time.  Skip classification and make your access level “student.”  Now click the Add button and exit from Dexter through the red “corner” button in the lower left.

You are now ready to save your records (just your account at this point) to your personal drive (P drive).  Double click the Save your work icon on the desk top.  This should be done every time you have completed your Dexter work.  Failure to do this will result in the records of your work not being saved.  If you click the “Save your work” button when you first sit down to the computer, you will delete all your records.  You will have just saved empty files over your records and your records will be gone.  This is a personal problem, but I’ll try to help, so call me quickly.  We may be able to recover some of your work from the IT back up of your P drive, but the work you did that day is gone for sure and maybe the previous day also.    You save only when you have done work and just exited from Dexter.

Let’s test the procedure and see if it worked.  Log off the computer and log onto another computer in the lab.  Double click the load your identity button.  A black screen should appear and a list of files should scroll across the screen.  (If this does not happen, contact your instructor immediately.)  This copies the files from your personal drive up to the computer.  Now double click the Dexter icon and log on.  If this works, you know that you have your account set up and that you can access your records off your personal drive.  You are ready to do some work.

We will have about an hour available to do work on Dexter.  Start with the Fundamentals modules and get as far as you can.  When you are finished, exit from Dexter and save your work by double clicking on the Save Your Work icon.  Print out the records by logging into ATR/ATR Utilities Records.  Click the proper Icons and print your module/test records.  You may have to make sure that you are the only student highlighted.  

There is a handout of questions (several pages) that I have prepared that go with the modules.  The note sheets on the modules should be answered at the conclusion of each module or group of modules. The note sheets are intended to force you to think about the material and to write down something.  If you complete them, they are useful in preparing for the computer module test.  They are a little different from the questions on the tests the computer gives you, but the answers are probably in there somewhere.  You may need to ask me about one occasionally or use a search engine to find the answer on the Internet.  When all else fails, think about the question and what you know.  This is supposed to be one of the last classes in the Process Technology degree.  The testing seems to show that you are at the technical level of an operator with 3-5 years experience.  You should be able to figure out some things if you put it all together.
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
